PROVISIONAL REGULATION UNDER THE BOUNTIES ACT 1907.
[bookmark: _GoBack]I, THE GOVERNOR-GENERAL in and over the Commonwealth of Australia, acting with the advice of the Federal Executive Council, hereby certify that the following Regulation under the Bounties Act 1907 should, on account of urgency, come into immediate operation, and make the Regulation to come into operation forthwith as a Provisional Regulation.

Regulation 16 of the Bounties Regulations 1908 (Statutory Rules 1908, No. 69) is hereby repealed, and the following Regulation is substituted therefor:—
DEFINITION OF TERM “FISH PRESERVED.”
16. The term “Fish Preserved” shall be deemed to mean fish put up in tins.
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
