UNIVERSAL TRAINING REGULATIONS.—PART III.—SENIOR CADETS.

REGULATIONS (PROVISIONAL) FOR UNIVERSAL TRAINING.—PART III.—SENIOR CADETS.
Amendment.
Regulation 35A.—After Regulation 35, insert the following new Regulation:—
“35A. Officers of Senior Cadets holding the rank of 2nd Lieutenant shall not be promoted to the rank of Lieutenant until they shall have had three years’ commissioned service, and Officers of Senior Cadets holding the rank of Lieutenant shall not be promoted to the rank of Captain until they shall have served for two years in the rank of Lieutenant.”
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
