AMENDMENT OF DISTILLATION REGULATIONS 1913.
(Statutory Rules 1913, No. 343, as amended to this date.)
1.	After regulation 48 of the Distillation Regulations, the following regulation is inserted:—
[bookmark: _GoBack]“48. (a) The Collector shall advise each distiller of the letter allotted to his distillery, to be called the distillery letter, and the number representing the State in which the distillery is situated, to be called the State number.”
2.	Regulation 49 of the Distillation Regulations is amended as follows:—
(a) By the deletion of the word “and” (second occurring);
[image: ](b) by the insertion after the word “situated” (first occurring), of the words—“and the distillery letter placed directly above the State number, thus ”;

(c) by the insertion after the words “provided that the” of the following words—“distillery letters, State number and.”
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
