AMENDMENT OF QUARANTINE REGULATIONS 1922.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Quarantine Regulations 1922 (Statutory Rules No. 18 of 1923, as amended by Statutory Rules 1925, No. 171) are hereby amended by omitting paragraph (m) of regulation 128 and inserting in its stead the following:—
(m) Timber, excepting that commonly known as Oregon, Red Pine, and Baltic:—Sawn—sixpence (6d.) per thousand superficial feet or part thereof: Logs—sixpence (6d.) per log.
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
