AMENDMENT OF THE EGG EXPORT CONTROL (FEES, SALARIES AND EXPENSES) REGULATIONS.†
Salary of Chairman of Board.
1. Regulation 3 of the Egg Export Control (Fees, Salaries and Expenses) Regulations is amended by omitting the words “ One thousand three hundred and fifty ” and inserting in their stead the words “ One thousand five hundred ”.
