AMENDMENTS OF THE POSTAL REGULATIONS.†
Commencement.
1.—(1.) Regulation 2 of these Regulations shall come into operation on the first day of January, 1951. 
(2.) Regulation 3 of these Regulations shall come into operation on the first day of December, 1950. 
(3.) Regulation 4 of these Regulations shall be deemed to have come into operation on the first day of May, 1950.

2. Regulation 131 of the Postal Regulations is amended— 
(a) by omitting from paragraph (a) of sub-regulation (1.) the figures " 3 0 0 ", " 2 0 0 " and " 1 0 0 " and inserting in their stead the figures " 6 0 0 ", " 4 0 0 " and " 2 0 0 ", respectively; and 
(b) by omitting from paragraph (b) of that sub-regulation the figures " 1 10 0 ", " 1 0 0 " and " 10 0 " and inserting in their stead the figures " 2 0 0 ", " 1 10 0 " and " 15 0 ", respectively.

Payments to masters of vessels
" 258. The rates of payment to the master of a vessel for the conveyance of mails shall, except in the case of a master of a vessel under contract for the carriage of mails, be in accordance with the following table :—
