Amendments of the Sulphuric Acid Bounty Regulations.†
Commencement.

1. These Regulations shall be deemed to have come into operation on the first day of July, 1957.

2. Regulation 3 of the Sulphuric Acid Bounty Regulations is repealed and the following regulation inserted in its stead:—
Prescribed materials.

“3. The following materials are prescribed materials for the purposes of section 6 of the Act:—

(a) Pyrites; and

(b) sinter gas produced in the course of the sintering of lead concentrate.”.
