C A N N E D F R U I T S A S S I S T A N C E R E G U L A T I O N S . 

Short title. 1. These Regula t ions m a y be c i ted as the Canned F r u i t s Assistance 
Regu la t ions . 

Definition. 2. I n these Regu la t ions , unless the c o n t r a r y i n t e n t i o n appea r s— 
" A s s i s t a n c e " means ass is tance under sect ion five of the Expor t 

Guarantee Act 1924-1925, in respec t of cl ingstone peaches canned 
i n t he Commonwea l th d u r i n g the period commenc ing on the first 
d a y of J a n u a r y , 1927, and end ing on the thi r ty-f i rs t d a y of May, 
1927, a n d expor t ed to Grea t Br i ta in from the Commonwea l th on 
or before the t w e n t y - e i g h t h d a y of F e b r u a r y , 1928. 

Claims for 
assistance. 

3. A n y claim for ass is tance shall be in accordance wi th the form in t he 
Schedule to these Regu la t ions a n d shall be rendered in dupl ica te to the 
Secretary , D e p a r t m e n t of Marke t s a n d Migrat ion, Melbourne . 

Accounts to 
be kept. 

4. (1) Each c la imant for assis tance shall keep proper and separa te books 
of accoun t showing in de ta i l— 

(a) the q u a n t i t y of c l ingstone peaches p u r c h a s e d by the c l a i m a n t ; 
(b) t h e a m o u n t pa id to t h e grower for c l ingstone p e a c h e s ; 

(c) the name and address of the grower from whom the clingstone. 
peaches were purchased; and 

(d) such o the r pa r t i cu l a r s as t he Minis ter f rom t ime to t ime requi res . 

(2) All accoun t books k e p t u n d e r this r egu la t ion by a c l a iman t for 
assis tance a n d all d o c u m e n t s in the possession or u n d e r t he cont ro l of the 
c l a iman t re la t ing to canned cl ingstone peaches shal l a t all reasonable t imes 
be open to in spec t ion a n d a u d i t by any person au tho r i zed in t h a t behalf by 
t he Minis ter , a n d t h a t person m a y , upon inspec t ion or aud i t , m a k e and t a k e 
a w a y e x t r a c t s from those books of accoun t a n d documents . 

Repeal 5. The Canned F r u i t s Assis tance Regula t ions (being S t a t u t o r y Rules 
1926, No. 84) a re repea led .
