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ABORIGINAL AND TORRES STRAIT ISLANDER HERITAGE (INTERIM PROTECTION) REGULATIONS.
Statutory Rules 1984 No. 176 Issued by the Authority of the Minister of State for Aboriginal Affairs.
These regulations are made under Section 32 of the Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander Heritage (Interim Protection) Act 1984 (the Act) (Act No. 79 assented to 25 June 1984), which provides that the Governor-General may make regulations not inconsistent with the Act prescribing matters required or permitted by the Act to be prescribed or necessary or convenient to be prescribed for carrying out or giving effect to the Act.
Sub-section 17(2) of the Act provides that the Minister shall cause to be issued to each authorised officer an identity card in the form prescribed containing a photograph of the officer.
Sub-section 17(3) of the Act so far as is relevant provides that where an authorised officer notifies a person of a declaration made, he shall if he cannot produce his identity card, provide such particulars of his identity card as are prescribed.
The regulations prescribe for the purposes of sub-sections 17(2) and (3) of the Act the form of the identity card and the details which must be provided by the authorised officer if the identity card is not available.
Details of the regulations are as follows:
Regulation 1 provides the citation for the regulations.
Regulation 2 provides the interpretation for the regulations.
Sub-regulation 3(1) provides that the identity card issued for the purpose of sub-section 17(2) of the Act shall be in accordance with the form in the Schedule to the regulations.
Sub-regulation 3(2) provides that for the purposes of paragraph 17(3)(b) of the Act the following particulars are prescribed:
(a)	name of authorised officer;
(b)	identity card number;
(c)	date appearing on identity card.
The schedule to the regulations provides the form of the identity card.
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
