1. Regulation 54a is amended—
(a) by omitting the words “medical quartermaster” (where occurring) and inserting in their stead the word “quarter-master”; and
(b) by omitting the words “medical branch” and inserting in their stead the words “Permanent Air Force.”.
2. Regulation 88 is amended by omitting from sub-regulation (4) the word “medical”.
