In these Regulations:

quota year means:


(a)
for sheepmeat and goatmeat exports to the European Union — 1 January to 31 December; or


(b)
for high quality beef exports to the European Union — 1 July to 30 June; or


(c)
for beef exports to the United States of America — 1 January to 31 December.

Quota fees

For paragraph 6 (2) (a) of the Act, the fee payable by a licensee for allocation of a quota in a quota year is 0.05 of a cent for each kilogram of quota entitlement allocated to the licensee in the quota year.

Notes to the Australian Meat and Live-stock (Quotas) Regulations 2000
Note 1

The Australian Meat and Live-stock (Quotas) Regulations 2000 (in force under the Australian Meat and Live-stock (Quotas) Act 1990) as shown in this compilation comprise Statutory Rules 2000 No. 286 amended as indicated in the Tables below. 

Under the Legislative Instruments Act 2003, which came into force on 1 January 2005, it is a requirement for all non-exempt legislative instruments to be registered on the Federal Register of Legislative Instruments. From 1 January 2005 the Statutory Rules series ceased to exist and was replaced with Select Legislative Instruments (SLI series). Numbering conventions remain the same, ie Year and Number.
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
