What is extended aged care at home — dementia?


(1)
Extended aged care at home — dementia is a form of flexible care that:


(a)
is provided in the care recipient’s home; and


(b)
is in the form of services necessary to maintain the person at home, including nursing care or personal assistance (or both), in an individually tailored and managed package of care; and

(c)
is provided to a care recipient who:


(i)
is assessed as having behavioural dysfunction associated with dementia; and

(ii)
has complex care needs because of behavioural dysfunction associated with dementia; and


(iii)
is assessed under section 22-4 of the Act as requiring a high level of residential care; and 


(iv)
would, if he or she were not receiving extended aged care at home — dementia, have required a high level of residential care; and 

(d)
is directed to the care recipient’s complex care needs.
