The service fee payable by an exporter for authorised officers carrying out export‑related activities for horticulture products to be exported by the exporter is $1.90 for each tonne, or part thereof, of horticulture products exported in a financial year by the exporter, up to 5,000 tonnes.

In suborder (1), export-related activities means activities that support the export process and the integrity of AQIS certification, including the following:

developing, implementing and maintaining systems that enable AQIS to issue export permits and certificates;
