I, WILLIAM GEORGE HAYDEN, Governor‑General of the Commonwealth of Australia, acting with the advice of the Federal Executive Council and after consideration by the Executive Council of the annexed report by the Director of National Parks and Wildlife, under subsection 7(2) of the National Parks and Wildlife Conservation Act 1975:


(a)
declare the area constituted by the area specified in the Schedule to be a reserve; and


(b)
assign to the reserve the name “Mermaid Reef Marine National Nature Reserve”; and


(c)
specify the depth of 1,000 metres below the surface of any land within the area so declared as the depth to which the subsoil beneath that land is to be taken to be within the reserve; and


(d)
specify the depth of 1,000 metres below the sea‑bed beneath any sea within the area so declared as the depth to which the subsoil beneath that sea‑bed is to be taken to be within the reserve.

Mermaid Reef Marine National Nature Reserve
All of that area within the Indian Ocean contained within and bounded as follows*: 


(i)
commencing at the point of latitude 16 degrees 58 minutes south, longitude 119 degrees 32 minutes east;


(ii)
then east along the parallel of latitude 16 degrees 58 minutes south to its intersection with the meridian of longitude 119 degrees 43 minutes east;


(iii)
then south along the meridian of longitude 119 degrees 43 minutes east to its intersection with the parallel of latitude 17 degrees 13 minutes south; 

(iv)
then west along the parallel of latitude 17 degrees 13 minutes south to its intersection with the meridian of longitude 119 degrees 32 minutes east; and


(v)
then north along the meridian of longitude 119 degrees 32 minutes east to the point of commencement.
