Amount or class of amounts

(1)
Paragraph 8(11)(d) of the Act provides that the Secretary may determine that an amount or class of amounts received by a person, is an exempt lump sum.

(2)
If a person receives an Exit Payment, any amount of that payment received by the person is an exempt lump sum. 
5
Application—Exempt Lump Sums

An amount received on or after the date of commencement of this Determination, by a person referred to in subsection 4(2) of this Determination, is an exempt lump sum for the purposes of paragraph 8(11)(d) of the Act from the date that the amount was received.
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
