Amendment to Therapeutic Goods Order No. 69 General requirements for labels for medicines

Under clause 2 ‘Interpretation’,
DELETE the current definition of ‘Required Advisory Statements for Medicine Labels’; and

REPLACE with the following new definition:

‘Required Advisory Statements for Medicine Labels’ means the document Required Advisory Statements for Medicine Labels (April 2006) published by the Therapeutic Goods Administration on its website (http://www.tga.gov.au).
