An Ordinance to amend the Poisons Regulations of the Australian Capital

Territory, as in force in the Australian Antarctic Territory
Short title

1.  This Ordinance may be cited as the Poisons Ordinance 1985.  

Dispensing prescriptions

2.
Regulation 13 of the Poisons Regulations2 of the Australian Capital Territory, as in force in the Australian Antarctic Territory, is amended by omitting sub-regulation (1) and substituting the following sub-regulation:

“(1)  A person shall not dispense a substance to which Part VII of the Ordinance applies or a narcotic drug unless the person is-

(a)
a registered medical practitioner;

(b)
a registered pharmacist;

(c)
a registered veterinary surgeon;

(d)
an assistant under the direct personal supervision and control of a registered medical practitioner or registered pharmacist; or

(e)
a person authorised under section 10A of the Poisons and Narcotic Drugs Ordinance 1978 of the Australian Capital Territory, as in force in the Australian Antarctic Territory, to be a surgeon’s assistant.”.
