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Explanatory Statement

Currency Act 1965

Currency (Royal Australian Mint) Determination (No. 4) 2017

Under paragraph 13(2)(b) and subsection 13A(1) of the Currency Act 1965, the Minister for Small Business has made a determination regarding the specification of coins proposed to be issued by the Royal Australian Mint.
Paragraph 13(2)(b) and subsection 13A(1) of the Currency Act 1965 require that the determination provides details of the coins’ denomination and characteristics, including standard composition, standard weight, allowable variation from standard weight, design and dimensions. Each item in the table below explains a corresponding item in Part 1 of Schedule 1 to this determination.

The design includes a male holding a club and a branch with leaves and apples, a dragon, a lyre, a swan, an eagle, a dolphin, a crowned male holding a sceptre and a cloak, a lizard and a part of Pegasus. Consultation
