4	Application
		This instrument applies in relation to a flight test mentioned in paragraph 61.700(3)(c) of CASR, taken by an exempted pilot for an ATPL(A), which is conducted in a relevant flight simulation training device for the purpose.
5	Exemptions
[bookmark: _Hlk77145232]	(1)	The exempted pilot is exempt from compliance with paragraph 61.700(3)(c) of CASR to the extent that the exempted pilot is required, under regulation 61.250 of CASR, to be assessed as meeting the relevant competency standards to pass the flight test.
	(2)	The flight examiner who conducts the flight test is exempt from compliance with regulation 61.250 of CASR to the extent that the regulation requires the flight examiner to assess the exempted pilot’s performance in the flight test as meeting the relevant competency standards for the exempted pilot to pass the flight test.
[bookmark: _Hlk77235938]	(3)	The flight examiner who conducts the flight test is exempt from compliance with subparagraph 61.1295(3)(b)(ii) of CASR to the extent that the provision requires the flight examiner to assess the exempted pilot against the relevant competency standards for the flight test.
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
