Defence Determination means Defence Determination 2016/19, Conditions of service, as in force from time to time.
Dependant means a person who would be recognised as a dependant under section 12.3.5 of the Defence Determination had they lived with the member in the member’s posting location.
Dependant’s location means New Delhi, India.
Member’s posting location means Wellington, Tamil Nadu, India.

1. The member is eligible for benefits provided under Chapters 12 and 14 to 16 of the Defence Determination for their dependants that they would be eligible for if the dependant’s location was the member’s posting location.

b. 60kg of excess baggage.
