7.4.3 The Department may test or require testing on any vehicle at a designated location, using driving cycles and conditions that may reasonably be expected to be encountered in normal operation and use, for the purposes of investigating a potential defeat device, as defined in §86.1803-01.”

7.7.2 Certificates of conformity issued by the US EPA or test reports demonstrating compliance to the Tier 3 or Tier 4 exhaust emission standards for light-duty vehicles for the vehicle type are acceptable as evidence of compliance to this vehicle standard.

US EPA CFR (Model Year 2027)
7.12 Subject to clauses 7.12.1 to 7.12.5 inclusive, the technical requirements of Title 40 of the United States Code of Federal Regulations (CFR), Part 1036—Control of Emissions from new and in-use heavy-duty highway engines.
7.12.1 Engines must comply with the emission limits and useful life requirements specified in §1036.104 and the requirements of § 1036.115.
7.12.2 Engines must be tested in accordance with the test procedures applicable at the time of the engine’s original certification by the US EPA as specified in 40 CFR Part 1065—Engine Testing Procedures.
7.12.3 Engines must be equipped with an On Board Diagnostic system that meets the requirements of §1036.110.
7.12.4 Engines fitted with a heated reagent tank and dosing system may comply with the requirements applicable to non-heated reagent tanks and dosing systems in lieu of the requirements applicable to heated reagent tanks and dosing systems applicable to engines meeting the requirements of Clause 7.12.
7.12.5 Certificates of conformity issued by the US EPA for Model Year 2027 or later for the engine type are acceptable as evidence of compliance, if the certificate is accompanied by evidence demonstrating that the engine meets the requirements of Clause 7.12.1.”
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
